PUBLIC HEALTH PROGRAMS. 

The Pink Strides ð Trail Run 
& Wellness Walk:  In 2010 
this event brought in 
$3,609.19 for Breast Cancer 
and Wellness Programming in 

Licking County.

PROGRAMS AND SERVICES 

3rd Grade Wellness Program:  Over 
1,400 students in 58 classrooms 
currently participate in the Partners in   
Wellness Program. Lessons include: 
Handwashing, Exercise, Nutrition, Self 
Esteem, Bullying Prevention, Tobacco 
Use Resistance, and Heart Health.  
 

SASS (Screening And Survivor Support) 
for Breast Cancer , is funded in part by 
Susan G. Komen for the Cure, Columbus 
Affiliate. SASS provides free 
mammograms to women in need in 
Licking County and emphasizes the 
importance of early detection of breast 
cancer to improve survival. In 2010, 
SASS funded 85 screening mammograms 
and 12 diagnostic mammograms, along 
with 3 follow-up procedures.
